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plastic sheets. Walk northwards past the 

ornamental ponds and the boating pond as far as 

Aldermans Hill. Turn left and, still inside the park, 

go parallel with Aldermans Hill up the hill and exit 

the park just before the junction with Powys Lane.  
 

Cross over Aldermans Hill and go past the 

Southgate Village Gates up Cannon Hill to 

Southgate Village Green. Here on the right is Ye 

Olde Cherry Tree for refreshments and loo stop.  

 

CIRCULAR WALK BOWES PARK TO OLD SOUTHGATE 
to  Southgate (1.5 miles) return via Arnos Park (total 3.5 miles)  

 

A walk along footpaths and streets and through Broomhill and Arnos Parks. Uphill 
to Southgate and downhill to Arnos Park.  
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Bowes Park to Southgate  

From Bowes Park Station walk 

northwards along the path on the 

western side of the railway line. Follow 

the path as it turns sharp left away from 

the railway (by the entrance to some 

allotments) and then immediately right 

into Pymmes Road. This will bring you 

out on to Bowes Road (the North 

Circular Road).   
 

Turn right along Bowes Road and 

cross over the road by the 

footbridge.  At the foot of the path from 

the footbridge turn left. Beyond the bus 

stop turn left along a narrow path at the 

back of some maisonettes. This will 

bring you out into Broomfield Cottages.  

Turn left along Broomfield Cottages, 

then take the passageway beyond no. 

17 on the right.   
 

On reaching Westminster Drive 

turn left. At Powys Lane turn right 

as far as the triangular junction with 

Broomfield Lane. Turn right along 

Broomfield Lane and cross over onto 

the northern side.   
 

At the right hand bend turn left and 

go through the large arch into 

Broomfield Park. Turn sharp right and 

the remains of Broomfield House are on 

the left surrounded by scaffolding and 
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Southgate to Bounds Green  

From the Cherry Tree, cross the road 

onto the Green. Go past the stocks and 

into Waterfall Road as far as Christ Church. 

A little further on from the church on the left 

is a small park with the 800-year old 

Minchenden Oak in it. Backing up a little, 

cross the road and take the footpath on the 

right, by the car park opposite the Church. 

The footpath goes past some playing fields 

as far as Balaams Lane. Keep to your right, 

passing behind the primary school 

playground. Note the Almshouses just 

before the turn into the lane.  
 

Here turn left into Mayfield Avenue, 

then right into The Close. Where The 

Close turns sharp right, take the narrow 

footpath on the left between the houses. At 

the end of the footpath, turn right into 

Blagdens Close. At the end turn left into 

Blagdens Lane (almost a double back). The 

road becomes a footpath, past the cemetery 

on your left. Follow the path as it turns sharp 

right and continue to Lincoln Avenue.   
 

Turn left down Lincoln Avenue to 

Hampden Way. Cross over Hampden 

Way and take the path by the side of the 

Pymmes Brook, leftwards. At the railway 

arches, where the Piccadilly Line crosses 

Waterfall Road, go forward into Arnos Park 

and continue along the side of the Pymmes 

Brook to the far end of the park. This will 

bring you out on to Wilmer Way.   
 

Turn right along Wilmer Way to the 

traffic lights at Bowes Road (North 

Circular Road). Go forward and take the first 

turning on the left, Pevensey Avenue. Follow 

this road up the hill. At the far end of 

Pevensey Avenue, turn right along an 

alleyway, then immediately take the first 

passage on the left.  
 

Continue along here, crossing 

Evesham Road, Shrewsbury Road and 

Maidstone Road, as far as Tewkesbury 

Terrace.  Turn left and walk across the 

green and on to Bounds Green Road which 

will bring you to Bounds Green Station.  
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Stocks (though not these on Southgate Green) were 
used for punishment as late as 1870. Southgateôs
